From Porta Camollia to Porta Romana, the

Via Francigena is the road around which the
medieval city developed, still traveled today by
pilgrims on their way from Canterbury to the tomb
of Saint Peter in Rome. It offers a route to discover
authentic urban places on a journey through
history, art, and culture.

The Terre di Siena Ultra Marathon is a road running event
that combines sport and the discovery of the territory.

The route follows the ancient Via Francigena, crossing the
iconic villages of San Gimignano, Colle di Val d'Elsa, and
Monteriggioni. The event offers three competitive distances
(50, 32, and 18 km) as well as non-competitive routes, all
sharing a single, evocative finish line: the historic Piazza del
Campo in Siena.
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Ciclogustando is a series of events and activities held in the
symbolic locations of the international Strade Bianche race:
Le Tolfe, Colle Pinzuto, and Piazza Indipendenza, where the
legendary Santa Caterina climb comes to an end. A route
that brings together Tuscan food and wine, music, a festive
atmosphere, and the magic of slow mobility through cycling.
It offers a unique chance to soak up the authentic spirit of
Strade Bianche in the days leading up to the race.
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Strade Bianche

Defined as the "Europe's most southerly northern classic,"
Strade Bianche is now a cornerstone of world cycling and will
see the champions of the sport compete among the hills of
Siena, tackling the famous gravel sectors that make this race
unique for its toughness and charm. The route culminates with
the steep ramp of Via Santa Caterina and the iconic finish in
Piazza del Campo in Siena. An event that blends the epic spirit
of heroic cycling with the spectacle of major sporting events.

The Gran Fondo is raced on the gravel roads tackled by the
great champions of world cycling. The start is scheduled
from the Fortezza Medicea, with the option to choose either
the long route of 137.7 km or the shorter 87 km course. It is a
unique experience that allows participants to fully immerse
themselves in the breathtaking landscape of the Crete Senesi
and to cross the finish line in the historic Piazza del Campo,
experiencing firsthand the charm of this modern classic.
